<HH_> He could take any one of them with extreme difficulty in my view.

<Visionary> He has every power in the universe, and he routinely gets thrashed.

<Visionary> He's got to be the worst strategic mind in existance.

<HH_> He's also the DC hero least likely to give up, whatever the Bat=fans say.

<killer_shrike> Vizh=Only when written by Frank Miller, who started all this Superman is a dope nonsense

<killer_shrike> And its Martian Manhunter who has every power in the universe

<HH_> I liked Dark knight Returns, but Miller did play down Clark's integrity and brains to play up Bruce.

<Visionary> Actually, I was thinking back to those Golden/Silver age things where Supes did extremely goofy things to defeat villains, instead
 of just using super-speed and strength.

<HH_> But he defeated them.

<killer_shrike> DKR was good

<killer_shrike> Right.  I would actually like to see stories where Supes does more goofy things to win

<Visionary> Plus, he was a dick.

<Visionary> And many of them did multiple chapters.

<killer_shrike> Indeed.  I think I did 8 or 9 bits myself

<HH_> The Dancer/Finny Valentine Special clocked up 9 writers too.

<Visionary> If you want to get technical, the proto-parodyverse stories at the AMB surely had the most poster participation.

<HH_> Dancer Finny Vizh spiffy, HH, hatman AG DBS DK

<Visionary> Less than 10, certainly.
